Hi Families,


Some families have had some questions about Iowa testing for their children, and I thought that I would share with you some of my thoughts about testing, and why I feel it is so important.


I strongly believe in testing my children each year.  It gives me a record of the grade equivalent achievement of my children for each year, it shows me if my curriculum is addressing what a child at their age level should know, it often encourages me, and it helps me to see what areas I need to concentrate on in teaching my children for the following school year.  I really test them for me.  For example, when my son did not do as well in language arts as I would have liked on the testing results, I switched to another language arts program, and the next year, his scores went up.  I would not have switched curriculum if I had not had him tested.  The testing showed me that my curriculum was not complete or addressing the best way to teach this subject to him.  


Testing helps you to know the strengths and weaknesses in the education of your child.  What does he or she know well?  Where does he or she need some extra help?  This can help you see if the curriculum you are using is being effective.  As a result, it helps to keep me accountable in the education of my children.  

Moreover, by seeing my children’s strengths and weaknesses, it helps me to know which subjects I need to spend more time on with my children and to be very thorough in those, and which ones I can go over more quickly so I use my time efficiently in teaching my children.  For example, if my 5th grader is reading on an 8th grade level or high school level but his math is at a 4th or 5th grade level, then I might not read novels or chapters books with him every day, and use more time to do extra math problems to make sure he understands the math concepts.


A way to prepare for testing is to buy the workbook of your child’s current grade level at United Art and Education called Standardized Test Practice, which is made by Teacher Created Materials.  Even if you do not have the testing done, this workbook is a great way for you to review the knowledge that they should have learned in their grade and to help you to see if there are some areas that need to be addressed.  Bob Jones University also offers practice tests booklets that you can order. 

The government or any school system will not see these results.  We use Bob Jones University as the testing service.  They send us the tests, and they grade them.  The results are sent to me and I forward them out to you by email.  This allows the results to come back to you more quickly.  Save or print off the results when you receive them for after 3 months, it is very difficult to acquire access to the results again.  Be sure to print them off for your records and save them to your computer. Test results usually come in one month or less. Feel free to send me your questions about testing!

Iowa Testing Notes:

Testing will take place on June 1st-3rd, and is open to WB families and homeschooling families outside of Wisdom Builders.

Testing will take place in the education wing of First Baptist Church.

Testing will begin at 9:15am sharp.  Please arrive by 9:00am.  If you arrive after a test has begun, your child will not be given that test, but will be able to start with the next test.  Tests cannot be made up, so please be on time.

Testing will end each day at noon or a little after noon.  Everyone should bring one healthy snack (fruit, cheese, carrots, fruit juice, applesauce, yogurt, etc.), and one or two books to read if they finish early.

Pencils and scrap paper will be provided by the testers.

The second graders have 11 tests and the older children have 13 tests to complete.  Second grade will complete the tests in 3 days, but the older children may take an additional hour.

There will be some breaks between tests and a mid-morning snack time break.

It is our goal to administer these tests in a non-stressful way as to help the children to do their best.  Please make sure that your children get to bed early and eat breakfast.
